At the time of your presentation

· If you are not going to use your own PC and you would like to copy your presentation files onto the computer, please arrive in your scheduled meeting room at least 15 minutes before the start of your presentation session. Introduce yourself to the session moderator. And copy your presentation files onto the laptop computer, set at the meeting room.

Oral presentation 
· Sessions are typically 90 and 120 minutes long with five and six speakers, respectively, each giving a 15-minute talk with 5 minutes for questions. An appointed session chair (listed in the program) will moderate the session.
· Speakers are strictly required that the each presentation should NOT exceed 20 minutes.

· The session chair will indicates yellow card that the speaker has 3 minutes remaining.

· At the end of 3 minutes(total 15 minutes), a red card is indicated meaning the end of the presentation.

· A maximum of 5 minutes is allowed for discussion.(total 20 minutes)
